     In 2005, the Watershed Management 

Plan (WMP) for the Lauramie Creek 

Watershed was completed and is intended 

to be a guiding document describing the 

current water quality conditions, prioritizing 

water resource issues, and identifying 

management actions to be implemented. 

The water quality 

concerns outlined 

within the WMP 

include elevated 

concentrations of 

E. col i  and 

nutrients, sedimentation of water systems, 

and the potential for toxic chemicals 

associated with traffic accidents and 

hazardous spills to enter Lauramie Creek. 

     Sediment, nutrients, and E.coli bacteria 

may enter waterways from agricultural 

lands, impervious areas, and failing 

residential septic systems. Increased 

sedimentation is also linked to severely 

eroded streambanks and the lack of a 

healthy riparian corridor or agricultural 

filterstrips in the watershed.   

     Recently, the Tippecanoe County 

Surveyor’s Office was awarded additional 

grant funding to implement best 

management practices (BMPs) identified in 

the WMP including  establishment of 

riparian buffers and filter strips, installation 

of livestock exclusion fencing and/or 

alternative watering sources, precision 

farming equipment modifications, the 

development of a Comprehensive Nutrient 

Management Plan (CNMP) for livestock 

operations, restoration and stabilization of 

eroded streambanks, and the establishment 

of urban water quality BMPs all with the 

intent of enhancing or protecting the water 

quality of Lauramie Creek and the tributary 

streams.
